For its annual spring play production, Galt Drama is pleased to present M*A*S*H!  Set during the Korean War (1950-1953), the fictionalized antics of the notorious 4077th Mobile Army Surgical Hospital are brought to the stage in this “wild, free-flowing comedy”, dramatized from the book by Richard Hooker.  A campaign is waged by Captains Hawkeye Pierce and Duke Forrest to get Ho Jon, a young Korean to the United States and into a good school.  The thread of this effort helps tie together a pileup of comic adventures including a jolly encounter with . . . the babytalking Bonwit sisters, the worst tap dancing act the U.S.O. ever sent overseas . . . Walt Waldowski, M*A*S*H’s dentist who is cured of his “depressions” by the recreation of a classic monster movie . . .  Klinger, a cross-dressing corporal intent on a “section eight” . . . a psychiatrist who believes Hawkeye’s been trying to lobster-trap mermaids in a rice paddy . . . and, of course Radar (“Wait for it!!”) O’Reilly, a loveable soldier who anticipates things before they happen. They’re all here . . . Hotlips Houlihan, Frank Burns, Colonel Blake et al.   With the backdrop of war and the suffering it creates, these nurses, doctors and soldiers manage to mix a little romance with dramatic moments, comedy and a genuine love of life.

Our dedicated student actors are all enrolled in Drama courses here at Alexander Galt.  But, much more . . . they are taking advantage of the cost-free enrichment that participation in our co-curricular play production provides.  As a result, they have been busy since January with after school and Saturday rehearsals, in an all-out-effort to prepare for this year’s production of 

M*A*S*H.  Once again, they certainly hope to entertain a faithful Galt Drama audience.  Please . . . do come out and support their hard work.
